CD81 is expressed on T and B cells, NK cells,
monocytes, dendritic cells, thymocytes, endothelial
and fibroblasts.

cells, It also has low levels of
adhesion via VLA-4 integrin and has been shown to
play a role in early T cell development. CD81
associates with several other cell-surface proteins in a
multimolecular complex, including CD19, CD21, CD20,
CD37, CD53, and CD82 in B cells, and CD4, CDS8, and
CD82 in T cells. CD81 is frequently expressed on
exosome membranes used to characterize exosome

populations from a variety of body fluids.
